Further in its meeting held on August 25, 2020, the Committee noted that the Rights Issue was
oversubscribed and the allotment of equity shares has been completed. The listing and trading approvals has also been obtained from the stock
exchanges, where the equity shares of the Company arelisted.

Pursuant to allotment of equity shares on right basis, basic and diluted earnings per share for the previous periods have been restated for the
bonus element in respect of rights issue made during the quarter ended September 30, 2020 in accordance with Ind AS 33 - Earning per share.
