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PSU (public-sectorunit) funds,
whichdelivered stellar returns
from2021 to 2024,haveunder-
performedsignificantly in
recentmonths.These funds
have fallen 18.4per centonaver-
ageover thepast sixmonths.

Reasonsfortheslide
Theprimary reason for this
underperformance is over-val-
uation. Stocks in sectors suchas
defence, capital goods, railways,
andPSUbankshad rallied sig-
nificantly. “Someof themhad
becomeextremelyexpensive.
That’swhy theyhavecorrected
heavily in themarket correction
sinceSeptember,” saysAlekh
Yadav,headof investmentpro-
ducts, SanctumWealth.

SomePSUstocks failed to
meetmarket expectationson
theearnings front. “Given the
exaggeratedvaluations, the
markethad startedexpectinga

linear growth inearnings,
whichdidnothappen,” says
VivekBanka, founder,
Goalteller. Profit booking, too,
contributed to the fall.
“Investorshadmadea lot of
profits in these stocks.Many,
therefore, bookedprofits and
exited,” saysVishalDhawan,
chief financial planner, Plan
AheadWealthAdvisors.

Keyrisksandchallenges
TheperformanceofPSUs is
closely tied togovernmentpol-
icies andspending. “In the first
half of 2024, government
spending fell due to theelec-
tions, affectingmanyof these
companies,” saysDhawan.

ManyPSUbusinesses are
cyclical,making themsensitive
to economic slowdownsand
reducedconsumption.
Governmentownershipalso
poses challenges. “Manyof the
government’sdecisionsare
drivenby itspriorities,which
maynot alwaysbebest for the
earningsofPSUs,” says
Dhawan.Capital allocation
decisionsby thegovernment
canalsohinder growth. If div-
idends to thegovernmentare
prioritisedover capital expendi-
ture, thesebusinesses can
suffer. Valuations remainacon-
cernevenafter the recent
decline. “If themarkets correct
further, PSUstocks couldcon-
tinue todecline,” saysBanka.

Investing in thematic funds
like these requires behavioural
discipline. “Ideally, investors
shouldhave entered these

fundswhen their past returns
lookedpoor. But very few
investorswouldhave done
that.Mostwouldhave entered
much later in the rallywhen
PSU fund returnswere looking
good,” says Yadav.

OpportunitiesinPSUfunds
Despite recent setbacks, invest-
ing inPSU fundsoffers certain
advantages. “Government-led
capital expendituremay rise,
benefitingPSUs,” saysDhawan.
In specific sectors likedefence
manufacturing, PSUs face lim-
itedcompetition fromthepri-
vate sector, ensuringgrowth
opportunities. PSUbanksare
cleaningup their balance
sheets. “This is in contrast to the
risingnon-performingassets of
non-banking financial com-
panies,” saysBanka.

Quickrecoveryisunlikely
Thecurrentover-valuationof
PSUstocks limits thepotential
for aquick turnaround. “There
isnotmuchscope for anearly
turnaround in theperformance
of these stocks. In fact, there
maybemoredownside,” says
Yadav.Capexannouncements
in thebudgetmayprovide tem-
porary relief to these stocks.But
divestmentplans, by increasing
the supplyofPSUpapers, could
hamperprice rise.

Investorswhoenteredearly
shouldbookprofits as they
wouldbe sittingonsignificant
profits. Thosewhoentered the
rally late forquickgains should
book losses andmove to their
nextbet, as recoverymay take
time.Thosewitha 7-10-year
horizonmaystayput.

Steady growth, margin
gains may spur HDFC Life

HDFC Life Insurance
Company (HDFC Life)
deliveredastrongperform-

ance in theDecemberquarter of the
current financial year (Q3FY25),
exceedingmarketexpectationswith
robust earnings growth. The com-
pany reported a 13.7 per cent year-
on-year (Y-o-Y) increase innetprofit
to ~414.9 crore in the quarter. The
valueofnewbusiness (VNB)rose8.6
per cent Y-o-Y to ~930 crore, com-
paredto~856crore inthecorrespon-
ding quarter of the previous year.
Reacting to the results, the stock of
the life insurer rallied as much as
11.15 per cent tohit an intradayhigh
of ~660.55 apiecebefore settling 7.92
per centhigher at ~641.30.

Although theVNBmargin, a key
profitabilitymetric, dipped to 26.06
per cent from 26.8 per cent a year
ago, itshowedanimprovementfrom
24.3 per cent in the second quarter,
bolsteredbyproductrepricing.New
business premiums grew 10.8 per
cent Y-o-Y to ~7,899 crore, reflecting
strong demand, compared to ~7,130
crore in the same period last year.
Additionally, the annualised pre-
mium equivalent (APE) increased
11.8 per cent to ~3,569 crore.

Most foreign and domestic bro-
kerages remained optimistic about
HDFCLife’s growthoutlook.

Nomura, which previously
downgraded the stock to neutral in
Q2FY25 due to concerns about sur-
render value impact, slowing
growth, and higher valuations, has
nowupgraded its rating to “buy”.

Over the past three months, the
stock has declined 17 per cent,
underperforming the Nifty by 7 per
cent.However,Nomurabelieves the
current valuation— at 2 times one-
year forward price to embedded
value,orP/EV—adequatelyreflects
thesenegatives.Maintainingatarget
price of ~735, Nomura anticipates
annualised growth rates of approx-
imately17percent inAPEand13per
cent inVNBover FY24-FY27F (fore-

cast for theperiod),alongsideaVNB
margin of about 25 per cent and an
average return on operating EV of
about 17 per cent.

HSBChasreiteratedits“buy”rat-
ingwith a target price of ~750, high-
lighting higher-than-expected
sequentialmargin improvements in
Q3FY25, focus on new customer
acquisition, andexpandeddistribu-
tionaskeygrowthdrivers.Similarly,
Bernstein maintained its “outper-
form” rating,with a target of ~810.

Nuvama has also kept its “buy”
recommendation, raising the target
price to ~850 from~830.Thebroker-
agenoteda robust 24.1 per centY-o-
Y growth in group business, which
contributed to a total Q3FY25 APE
growthof 13.4percentY-o-Ydespite

a 6per cent sequential decline.
The brokerage attributed the

marginexpansiontotherepricingof
non-participating products and
effective pass-through of increased
surrender values to policyholders
and distributors. Those at Emkay
Research are positive onHDFC Life
given its strongperformanceduring
thefirstninemonthsofFY25,noting
that the company’s APE of ~10,290
crore exceeded their estimates by
1.6 per cent, while the VNB margin
of 25.1 per cent surpassed their pro-
jection of 24.5 per cent. This led to a
4.2 per cent beat in VNB, which
stoodat ~2,590 crore.

Despite the challenges posed by
the implementation of new sur-
render regulations, theVNBmargin
for Q3FY25 came in at 26.1 per cent,
outperformingtheexpected24.2per
cent. This was attributed to
improved product-level margins,
driven by better persistency and an
increasedattachmentrateofprotec-
tionproducts.

To mitigate the impact of the
newsurrendernorms, themanage-
ment revised the commission
structureby introducingaclawback
provision, deferring commissions,
or reducing them. With favourable
valuations, Emkay reiterated its
“buy” recommendation,maintain-
ing a target price of ~775, which
implies an FY26 estimated P/EV
multiple of 2.6 times.
